COMMUNITY SCHOOL DISTRICT:

The communities of Parkersburg and Aplington
together form the Aplington-Parkersburg
Community School District, which supports
Parkersburg Elementary (PreK-2), Aplington
Elementary (3-5), Aplington-Parkersburg Middle

School (6-8), and Aplington-Parkersburg High

s School (9-12).

1 We have fostered a tradition of academic, fine

arts, and athletic excellence over the years. We
presently partner with 3 other regional school
districts to provide credit for college-level
coursework at no cost for our students as well as
ashared director to organize career exploration
through job shadowing and internship
opportunities.

SWIMMING POOL

e The Parkersburg Municipal Swimming Pool has six racing
lanes, a slide, two diving boards, a water basketball hoop, and a
baby pool. Lessons are available during the season and two
sessions are normally scheduled.

e The Parkersburg Pool is home to the Barracudas Swim Team.
Participants age 5 to 18 are able practice and compete in
meets held locally.

CITY PARKS

e The City of Parkersburg has three beautiful city parks for your
enjoyment. All three parks are amusing but also distinctive in
what they offer.

e Miracle Park is near and dear to hearts of many of our
residents. Not only is it a beautiful park, but it is also a symbol
of triumph and hope. After an EF-5 tornado destroyed the
playground that once stood where Miracle Park exists,
residents and volunteers from all over came together to build
an amazing park. Located near the swimming pool, Miracle Park
contains: two separate play areas; one for younger children and
one for older children, three shelter houses, an ice rink in the
winter, a sand volleyball court, and plenty of green space for
children to run.

CAMPGROUND &
HUNTING/FISHING/BIRDING/HIKING

e Located next to the Beaver Meadows Golf Course along the
Beaver River, this camping facility offers electrical hook-ups

and a new restroom and shower facility, and is located near _;; =
downtown shopping, dining and laundry facilities. :

SPORTS COMPLEX

All-Play Ball Park, is the Cedar Valley’s first all-inclusive
sports complex where youth of all abilities participate side-
by-side as they develop and grow. The crown jewel of the

Parkersburg Complex is the Miracle League field - an all-
weather surface diamond that serves multiple purposes. Most importantly, it is the home

of the Miracle League of Cedar Valley. The complex also includes 3 soccer fields for
different age groups, 3 regulation little league diamonds, and 1 regulation senior league
baseball diamond.

Aplington-Parkersburg is part of the Cedar Valley Soccer
Club and boasts a booming soccer participation rate. Ranging
from players U8 through U19, teams play six games per
season, all in the local area, and many also participate in the
local year-ending Cedar Valley Cup tournament.
